closer look at it.

After glances at these
it might be clearer why,
beginning with Turner’s
visit to the fishing centre
in 1811, the area has
inspired so many artists
over the decades.

It was in recognition
of the town’s attraction
to both fine artists and
craftspeople that the St
Ives Tate was opened in
the early Nineties. By
going to the website at
www.tate.org.uk/stives
you can find out more
about the history of this
popular gallery .

But better still, by
clicking on “Tate
Collections” on the home
page, then “Search by
subject”, then “Places”,
then “Cities, towns and
villages”, and finally
choosing “St Ives” in the

\enu that appears, you
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browsing works via the
A-Z of artists on the
left-hand side. Barbara
Hepworth, Patrick Heron
and Ben Nicholson are
among the St Ives artists
represented here.

For a taste of what other
artists in the area are
currently doing, go to
www.stivessocietyofartists.
com, the website of the
St Ives Society of Artists.
Choose “Enter the
gallery” to view thumbnail
examples of works by
society members and
click on the thumbnails
to discover details about
the artist, view more
works by them and find
out about prices.

If buying original art is
beyond your means, you
can go back to the Tate
site and click on “Shop
online” to search for
cards and posters.

There’s a gallery of
a different sort at
www.vilejelly freeserve.
co.uk, the “Spooky St
Ives” site of one resident
who promises an insight
into the “real” side of the
town. This is the so-
called “Rogues gallery”
of bar staff at the
author’s favourite pub,
The Sloop Inn.

The vilejelly site,
disregarding areas such
as the Rogues Gallery,
has more appeal than
might first be apparent.
If you click on “St Ives
skinny” and ignore the
page heading (“The
weakest link”), you will
find a surprisingly good
